General Internship Guidelines

· No profanity 

· No secular music or books

· No TVs, video games, or movies in Intern apartments 

· No “R” rated movies

· “PG-13” movies must be approved by Leadership prior to viewing

· No firearms

· No fireworks without permission

· No involvement in a misdemeanor or felony 

· No drugs, alcohol, or tobacco

· No possession or viewing of any pornographic materials, including but not limited to the Internet, magazines, and movies 

· No wrestling or play fighting with the opposite sex.  Honor one another!

· No hanging out or talking with the opposite sex in a closed room, excluded location, or for extended periods of time to prevent emotional ties from developing

· No speaking of affection or emotional fondness to a member of the opposite sex, on or off campus 

· No stirring up dissention, gossiping, creating rebellion, or defrauding the character or reputation of a fellow Intern or anyone.

· If at any time an Intern has a grievance against another individual, the guidelines set up in Matthew 18:15-20 should be followed:

1. You must first go to the person who has offended you.

2. If that does not settle the matter, you should then go to an LA.

3. If you need more help, please contact one of the Leadership.

4. Finally, if there is still no breakthrough, please contact a Director.
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
