Daily Schedule & Curriculum Details

Worship and Prayer:

(Led by individual Interns)

Since our primary focus is to develop intimacy with the Father and grow in relationship with Him, we start the day with an hour of worship and prayer. We want to begin our day with thanksgiving and worship to the Lord for who He is and what He is doing in our lives. 

We have many goals during this hour of worship and prayer but the primary one is to be led as the Holy Spirit desires for that particular day. If He chooses to move in a way that we didn’t expect, we will adjust our schedule and follow His leading.

Study Hall:

(Monitored by the Leader of the Week)

This is a time for Interns to work on assigned papers, memory verses, read assigned books, prepare for class discussion, write in journals, have additional quiet times, etc in a quiet, controlled atmosphere. 

Attitudes:

Instructor: Jack Willis

The Intern will be taught the integrity (mindset/attitudes of hearts/mindset, dispositions) necessary to follow and serve Christ: taught through classroom, devotional emphasis, scripture memory, focused event emphasis, and life application. (Success is defined as completing the habit with the right heart, but it is possible to complete a habit with the wrong attitude or to not complete it but have the right attitude)

Bible Study:

Instructors: Mrs. Prado & Stephanie Wahlberg

A Bible reading, study, and discussion will provide an opportunity to dive into portions of the Bible in depth.

Perspectives

Instructor: Ken Birks 

The  Intern to be taught the doctrines, perspectives and why’s (apologetically oriented) behind a life of discipleship through classroom and workshop discussion. 

Bible Memory: 

Instructor: Titus Mc Daniel 

Interns will learn to memorize scriptures that integrate and support the perspectives, attitudes, habits and skills taught through other classes. 

Fathering Class:

Instructor: Pastor Francis Anfuso

This is an interactive discussion time of each Intern’s strengths and weaknesses to bring encouragement, wholeness, and healing.

Habits & Skills:

Instructor: Pastor Marco Prado 

The Intern will be taught the habits necessary for a purposeful, consistent walk become routine by training, practical demonstration/workshops, and weekly monitoring. 

Also, the Intern will be taught the skills necessary to achieve a disciplined and effective spiritual life: taught through classroom, workshop rehearsal, and practical daily and focused event application. 

Book Discussion:

Instructor: Havilah Anfuso

Interns will present teaching based on their assigned devotional or book. After each teaching, the Intern will lead a class discussion. Some Leadership and Leadership Assistants are present to facilitate the discussion and to bring out relevant points. 

Special Speakers:

Leaders, LA’s, and guests teach or preach on various God-directed topics.

Intern MIT:

Instructor: Mrs. Prado

(Ministers in Training) Spiritual and practical training is given in areas of ministry.

Practics:

Training in practical skills necessary for successful living.

Note-taking:

Notes are to be taken in all classes unless hands-on application is done.

Homework:

Bible memory verses, book chapters, and other papers and assignments are given to supplement the classroom lessons and enhance the learning process. All homework assignments are to be done in the evenings and on weekends and completed by their due date. 

Information & Wrap-Up Meetings:

Held daily, these meetings are scheduled to communicate necessary information to the Interns. Notes must be taken at each meeting.
