“In everything, set an example by doing what is good.”  Titus 2:7

Punctuality

Please be on time to all practices, services, prayer times, and other scheduled events. Please set up and be ready prior to the scheduled starting time, whether it is at a practice, church meeting, or prayer meeting. Please do not set up during prayer meetings. Please be sure you are set up to play prior to prayer meetings.

Countenance

Please smile. Let your love for Jesus be evident on your face, no matter the circumstances. Please do not let the fight you had with your spouse on the way to church be the one thing that the congregation sees (or whatever the case may be). What they need most is to see you wholeheartedly worship God.
“Be joyful always; pray continually; give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.”  I Thessalonians 5:16-18
Musicians, please do not get so caught up in playing that you forget to worship, or you forget to smile. It is very important that you enjoy what you are doing, and that is to worship God.
Please remember that the congregation is watching you. Whatever you have, they will want. Let’s show them how to love God and worship Him wholeheartedly. It is the worship team that leads the way, no matter how they respond. It is important that we affect them, not they affect us. We set the pace for worship.

Appearance

Let’s please look sharp and “put together” whenever we are on the platform.

On Sundays:  Women, please wear dresses or nice slacks. Please remember to consider the length of your dress/skirt when you are on the platform. You are slightly higher than the congregation is. Please keep the length of your dress/skirt to the knees or lower. Sleeveless shirts/blouses are okay, but please, no spaghetti-like straps. Also, please consider the tightness of your clothing. Men, Nice jeans/slacks. No plain T-shirts.

During the week or certain scheduled meetings, dress may be somewhat more casual. Consider the type of meeting, and choose your clothing appropriately. Except for certain prayer meetings, youth meetings, etc, shorts are unacceptable. The issue of dress etiquette is not just about nice appearance, but also to not be distraction to someone in the congregation.

Dynamics/Volume

Please make it your goal to blend in with the other musicians/singers. Be aware of the volume of your instrument/voice in relation to the rest of the team. Please be attentive to the worship leader and sound techs, watching for signals. Please respond positively!

Definition of a Team:  
“A group of people willingly committed to a common goal.”

Team is an attitude, not something that you do. Team is more than a group of people working together. It is a people sold out to a defined purpose, committed to its fulfillment throughout its conception, pregnancy, birth, life, and death. Psalm 133:3 says that when we are united, God commands a blessing! There is power in a team!
